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Charge for the Ad Hoc Committee on Safety of the g-2 Ring Transport



This Charge is for a safety review of the g-2 ring transport operation that will be held at Fermilab on May xx, 2013.    This operation involves the movement of a muon storage ring (a 50-foot diameter piece of equipment weighing 35,000 lbs) from Brookhaven National Laboratory on Long Island, NY, to Fermilab via barge and truck transport, and offloading the ring into a storage location at Fermilab.  This storage ring will be used in the Muon g-2 experiment.  The objective of the review is to evaluate the plans and preparations by the contractor (Emmert International) and the project to accomplish this transport in a manner safe for the public, the lab and contractor personnel, and the irreplaceable equipment.  The review should answer the following questions:

1) Has the contractor provided to the project adequate documentation to assess its safety plans for the transport (both personnel and equipment safety)?
2) Are the contractor safety plans provided adequate to insure personnel and equipment safety during the transport?
3) Has the project provided adequate documentation to assess its plans to monitor equipment safety during the transport, to coordinate safety and reporting issues clearly with the contractor before and during the transport, and to safely store the ring?
4) Are the project safety plans adequate to insure personnel and equipment safety during the transport and storage phases?
5) Has a communication plan between the contractor, the project, and the appropriate laboratory departments been established to ensure that proper reporting and authorization channels are involved?
